BAND CAMP PAYMENT OPTIONS

The cost of Band Camp is $350, which includes all housing and meals.  Payment is due no
later than May 22.  Tax credits can be used for Band Camp, or you may just pay with
personal funds at the Mountain View Bookstore.  Tax credits may be paid online at the
district website www.mpsaz.org or you may print out the tax credit form and mail it to the
district.  Do not enclose tax credits with this form. Payments are non-refundable once
they are received.   Please check your method of payment.

Returning members who have money remaining in their accounts from previous
years may use those funds for this payment.  Please verify funds with Mr. Burgener
by e-mail at toroband@cox.net prior to selecting this option.

Every year we need countless hours of parent help and support.  Please consider coming to
every event possible.

TORO BAND PLEDGE DRIVE
Over the past several years, the costs of running a competitive marching band program
have gone up.  Did you know that the music alone for our halftime show costs $2,500?
(ThatÕs $20 per student just for that!)  Did you know that over the last two years the Band
Boosters purchased nearly $25,000 in instruments for the band?

In addition, we have added several specialists to our marching staff to help our students
achieve at the highest level possible.  Did you know we have woodwind, brass,
percussion, pit percussion, color guard, and visual performance specialists that work
with your student regularly?  Some of these specialists even have masterÕs degrees!  Your
student is receiving group private lessons on a regular basis.  What a fantastic
opportunity for our students, especially when you consider the cost of individual private
lessons is often $20 per week!

We have done our best to keep band fees at a minimum and we try not to raise them every
year.  (In fact, this is the first year since 2001 that the Fair Share has increased.)  We
never want the cost of band to prohibit a student from joining.  However, we just donÕt
have the funds to cover what we need to pay for.  The Band Boosters are a non-profit
organization that provides a variety of fundraisers, but there is only so much we can do.
In the past few years, parent participation in fundraising has been slim at best.  We
regularly only see about 20 parents at each boosters meeting.  We are approaching a
point of financial crisis.  Never has your support been more important….

We are starting a new program that we hope you will consider.  Ever seen the pledge
drive on Channel 8? We are recommending a $50 donation from each band family to
assist us in this effort.  However, any and all contributions are greatly appreciated.   In
order for us to operate at the level we are so proud of, we need your help.
